Not at all. One must remember that there are two systems of counting the beginning and ending of
days, the biblical method and the secular method. I make that statement to make sure the reader
understands the connection as to which day it is in our secular method of counting days. This does

not nullify the biblical method of counting days in any way. The midnight that was the beginning
of Wednesday would also be the midnight of the fourth day of the week. Hope this helps.
