29. This is how every month of evergar looks since it was put in place at

creation. The only exception is half the months of each year have 29 days and half
have 30.

According to Iranaeus, APope Sixtus

it also revamped the concept of the week and its seventh day. 0

Do the Julian/Gregorian
Saturdays perfectly matchd seventiday Sabbaths of the
luni-solar calendar in the overlay diagrams below?

Below, you will see the Julian/Gregorian calendar is the framework of squares with

the dates in browrwith the Biblical Lunisolar calendar as an overlay in blue, and

is represented by the phases of the moon.
